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The University of Alaska Fairbanks Cooperative Extension Service (UAF CES), as part
of the nationwide Cooperative Extension System, is partnered with the U.S. Department of
Agriculture and the State of Alaska to serve as the major land grant extension arm of the
university. Our mission is to “interpret and extend relevant research-based knowledge in an
understandable and usable form; and to encourage the application of this knowledge to solve the
problems and meet the challenges that face the people of Alaska.” UAF CES delivers programs
through its 8 district offices, 2 service centers and 9 publication points statewide, employing over
80 faculty and staff in the areas of home economics, 4-H and youth development, and land
resources.

UAF CES will continue to address the five goals as outlined in the FY 2000-2004 Plan of
Work by continuing to: invigorate Alaska agriculture with research-based knowledge and
marketing strategies; strive for safety and security in the Alaska food and fiber system; improve
the nutritional and lifestyle habits of Alaskans and reduce the risks of chronic disease; promote
natural resource development along sustainability awareness and practices, and; create and foster
positive models for youth development and economic growth on both individual and community
levels.
